Dr Carl Lam  is an Australian-based health professional. Dr. Lam is trained as a 
Gynaecologist and Obstetrician and practices in Adeliade.  

His special areas of interests are in High Risk and General Obstetric Care, Minimally 
Invasive Laparoscopic Gynaecological Surgery, Colposcopy, Pelvic Floor Reconstruction 
and Urogynaecology. 

Assoc. Professor Dr Habib Bhurawala is a Clinical Associate Professor and an 
experienced General Paediatrician with experƟse in various leadership, medical 
educaƟon and clinical roles.
